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I.  INTRODUCTION
A. Purpose
The intent and purpose of this Request for Proposal (“RFP”), and the resulting contract, is to
obtain services from a qualified firm(s) to provide Playground Equipment, Outdoor Fitness
Equipment, Site Accessories and Related Products and Services in accordance with the Scope
of Services section of the solicitation.

B. Background
1. Henrico County Public Schools (HCPS) is the sixth-largest public school division in

Virginia, and is comprised of 74 schools and program centers, including 46 elementary
schools serving a diverse population of nearly 22,000 elementary-aged students. HCPS is
seeking proposals from Offerors with the experience, qualifications, and abilities to
provide all services needed as we begin to replace various aging playground equipment
and activity areas over time at selected elementary school facilities. The intent of this
solicitation is to establish a contract(s) to provide turnkey solutions to meet various
playground and recreation needs with companies offering and demonstrating the best
overall solutions that meet or exceed the requirements of this RFP and future playground
equipment needs.

2. Construction-Related Services are defined as building, altering, repairing, improving or
demolishing of any structure, building or highway, and any draining, dredging,
excavation, grading or similar work upon real property.

Il.  SCOPE OF SERVICES
A. Product Standards and Guidelines.
1. Offerors shall propose a comprehensive selection of Playground Equipment, Outdoor

Fitness Equipment, Site Accessories and Related Products and Services as described below

in accordance with Product Standards and Guidelines (Section Il, Item A (3).

a. Playground Equipment — A complete offering of Park and Playground Equipment
for all ages and abilities including, but not limited to, themed systems, stand-alone
activities, system components and replacement parts.

b. Outdoor Fitness Equipment — A complete offering of Outdoor Fitness Equipment for
all ages and abilities including, but not limited to, challenge courses, strength building
and resistance apparatus, multigenerational fitness, optional precision timing systems,
and climbing walls.

c. Site Accessories — A complete offering of all Site Accessories such as, but not limited
to, benches, picnic tables, planters, bike racks, bike lockers, shelter and shade
structures, bleachers grandstands, scoreboards and other related items and equipment.

d. Related Products — Additional products such as skate park equipment and apparatus,
bike park equipment and apparatus, dog park equipment and apparatus, and any other
related products available from the Offeror.

e. Services — A complete offering of Services such as, but not limited to consulting, site
and equipment package customization, layout, installation, repair and maintenance,
removal, recycling and/or disposal, project management and any other related services
available from the offeror with the exception of Construction-Related Services (see
Section I, Item B-2).
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2. Successful Offeror(s) shall have experience in providing, installing and maintaining the
products and services offered.

3. Offeror shall have specific consulting experience and provision of products, equipment and
accessories intended for k-12 students ages 2 thru 12 within a public school
setting. Activities, equipment, and assemblies shall promote safety and accessibility,
encourage social interaction and range of motion activities including spinning, sliding,
rocking, swinging, climbing, crawling, bouncing, and balancing, stimulate sensory
processing, and provide multiple levels of challenge (easy, moderate, difficult), in addition
to promoting visibility of students by administrators and supervising staff members.

4. All Playground Equipment, Outdoor Fitness Equipment, Site Accessories and Related
Products and Services shall be in compliance with all current and applicable Consumer
Product Safety Commission (CPSC), Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and ADA
Accessibility Guidelines (ADAAG), and American Society of Testing and Materials
(ASTM) standards and other applicable laws and regulations in the Commonwealth of
Virginia.

a. Manufacturers shall be a member of the International Paly Equipment Manufacturers
Association (IPEMA) and ISO 9001 and 14001 certified. All equipment shall be
IPEMA Certified and meet all current ASTM, Consumer Product Safety Commission
(CPSC) and IPEMA standards. Certifications shall be submitted with your proposal.

b. Applicable ASTM Standards:
i. ASTM-F1487-11 — Standard Consumer Safety Performance Specification for

Playground Equipment for Public Use

ii. ASTM-F1292-13 - Standard Specification for Impact Attenuation of Surface
Systems within the Use Zone of Playground Equipment

Under and Around Playground Equipment

iv.  ASTM-F2049-11 - Fences/Barriers for Public, Commercial and Multifamily

c. CPSC Printed Handbook for Public Playground Safety — Equipment must meet all
guidelines stated in the Handbook published by the CPSC. Copies of Publication No.
325 may be obtained from the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission,
Washington, DC 20007.

d. IPEMA Certification — IPEMA provides third-party Product Certification services for
U.S. and Canadian public play equipment and U.S. public play surfacing materials.
The services provide for the validation of a participant’s certification of conformance
to the standards referenced above. For more information on certification and
membership, visit IPEMA’s website at www.ipema.org.

e. All equipment and play surfacing materials must be IPEMA Certified. Certification
must be included with your proposal submission.
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5. All products offered under the resulting contract(s) that require assembly and/or installation
shall be assembled and/or installed by manufacturer’s certified installers. Offerors must
submit, with their proposal, the names and addresses of each certified
installer/subcontractor. All work shall be performed according to the standards established
by the terms, specifications, drawings, and installation notes for each project, and meet
manufacturer’s specifications and industry standards. It shall be the obligation of the
installer to obtain clarification from the project manager concerning questions or conflicts
in the specifications, drawings and installation notes in a timely manner.

6. Any required site preparation a Successful Offeror may perform shall exclude
Construction-Related Services (for definition See Section I, Item B-2). If Construction-
Related Services are required for proper installation of any equipment, HCPS must be
notified before any work may be performed.

7. The Successful Offerors shall have the capability to recommend and design appropriate
play systems/structures to fit the need of the site for age groups and abilities as determined
by HCPS. Successful Offeror must provide drawings (plan and elevation) of all pertinent
aspects of the play equipment and its method of connection to the work. Final playground
layout drawings shall be to scale and legible and must show location of play equipment
and dimension of use zones. All designs shall indicate ADA accessible routes, and
percentage of ADA accessible components.

8. Offerors shall describe its company’s project management capabilities from initiation
through acceptance by HCPS.

9. Offeror shall describe any training and educational programs it offers. This may include
the ability to provide on-site or online training and educational seminars on technical
knowledge.

10. Offerors shall provide standard delivery time (in days) and any options for expediting
delivery, if applicable.

11. Offerors shall address their backorder policy.
12. Offerors shall address their restocking fees and procedures for returning products.

B. Contractor Requirements.
1. Replacement parts shall be available from the Successful Offeror(s) for a minimum of
fifteen (15) years on all play systems and shall be provided within two (2) weeks from the
time an order is placed by HCPS.

2. The Successful Offeror(s), installers and subcontractors performing services are required
to, and shall, comply with all Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA),
State and HCPS Safety and Occupational Health Standards and any other applicable rules
and regulations. Successful Offeror(s), installers and subcontractors shall be held
responsible for the safety of their employees and any unsafe acts or conditions that may
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V.

cause injury or damage to any persons or property within and around the work site area
under any resulting contract(s).

Delivery location shall be stated on each order document (purchase order, letter order,
etc.) issued by HCPS. All items are to be delivered fully assembled or assembled by
installer or subcontractor on site as designated by HCPS.

When the Purchase Order calls for inside delivery, the Successful Offeror(s) shall deliver
in accordance with the delivery instructions provided by HCPS and shall provide
assembly, set in place, made ready for use, and removal of all packaging and debris.

The Successful Offeror(s) shall authorize immediate replacement of any items that has
been damaged in transit.

The Successful Offeror(s) shall be required to provide quotations on a case-by-case basis
for optional related work such as, but not limited to, removal and/or reinstallation of
playground and fitness equipment, timbers, and fencing as may be required to provide a
full turnkey solution to HCPS.

HCPS RESPONSIBILITIES

HCPS will designate an individual to act as their representative with respect to the work to be
performed under this contract. Such individual shall have the authority to transmit instructions,
receive information, and interpret and define HCPS’ policies and decisions with respect to the
contract.

GENERAL CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

A. Annual Appropriations

The contract resulting from this procurement (“Contract”) shall be subject to annual
appropriations by the County School Board of Henrico County, Virginia or Henrico County
Board of Supervisors. Should the Board fail to appropriate funds for this Contract, the Contract
shall be terminated when existing funds are exhausted. The Successful Offeror (“Successful
Offeror” or “Contractor’”) shall not be entitled to seek redress from the County or its elected
officials, officers, agents, employees, or volunteers should the Board of Supervisors fail to make
annual appropriations for the Contract.
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. Award of the Contract

1. The County reserves the right to reject any or all proposals and to waive any informalities.

2. The Successful Offeror must, within fifteen (15) calendar days after Contract documents are

presented for signature, execute and deliver to the Purchasing office the Contract documents

and any other forms or bonds required by the RFP.

The Contract resulting from this RFP is not assignable

. Collusion

By submitting a proposal in response to this Request for Proposal, each Offeror represents
that in the preparation and submission of this proposal, the Offeror did not, either directly or
indirectly, enter into any combination or arrangement with any person, Offeror or corporation
or enter into any agreement, participate in any collusion, or otherwise take any action in the
restraint of free, competitive bidding in violation of the Sherman Act (15 U.S.C. § 1 et seq.)
or Section 59.1-9.1 through 59.1-9.17 or Sections 59.1-68.6 through 59.1-68.8 of the Code of
Virginia.

. Compensation
The Successful Offeror must submit a complete itemized invoice for services that are performed

under the Contract. The County shall pay the Successful Offeror for satisfactory compliance
with the Contract within forty-five (45) days after receipt of a proper invoice.

Controlling Law and Venue

The Contract will be made, entered into, and shall be performed in the County and shall be
governed by the applicable laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia without regard to its conflicts
of law principles. Any dispute arising out of the Contract, its interpretations, or its performance
shall be litigated only in the Henrico County General District Court or the Circuit Court of the
County of Henrico, Virginia.

Termination by County
1. The County may terminate the Contract for cause or for convenience.
2. Termination for Cause

a. If the Successful Offeror fails to perform the Contract, in whole or in part, the County
shall give the Successful Offeror written notice of the default and the opportunity to
cure it by a stated deadline.

b. If the Successful Offeror fails to cure its default by the deadline, then the County may
terminate the contract, in whole or in part, by providing written notice of termination
to the Successful Offeror. The notice of termination shall state the effective date of
termination. A partial termination shall set forth the nature and scope of the
termination.

c. Unless the notice of termination states otherwise, the Successful Offeror shall stop
performing the Contract when it receives the notice of termination.

d. An equitable adjustment in the Contract price shall be made for unpaid services
satisfactorily rendered and goods satisfactorily delivered before the date the
Successful Offeror receives the notice of termination minus the County’s cost to
complete the Successful Offeror’s work. The Successful Offeror shall not be entitled
to payment for services rendered or goods delivered after the date the Successful
Offeror receives the notice of termination or for reimbursement of any cost the
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Successful Offeror incurs after the date the Successful Offeror receives the notice of
termination. If the County’s cost to complete the Successful Offeror’s work exceeds
the unpaid balance due to the Successful Offeror, the County will not owe the
Successful Offeror any money; instead, the Successful Offeror shall pay to the
County the difference between the unpaid balance due and the County’s cost to
complete the work.

Unless the parties expressly agree in writing otherwise, the County may transmit
notices of default and termination for cause by email, USPS First-Class Mail®, or
courier or overnight delivery service. The Successful Offeror shall be deemed to be
in receipt of any notice emailed on the day the County sends it. The Successful
Offeror shall be deemed to be in receipt of any notice the County sends by USPS
First-Class Mail® three business days after the date shown in the postmark. The
Successful Offeror shall be deemed to be in receipt of any notice the County sends by
courier or overnight delivery service on the date of delivery as confirmed by the
courier or overnight delivery service.

If the Successful Offeror receives two notices of default, the County shall not be
obligated to give the Successful Offeror the opportunity to cure any subsequent
defaults but may terminate the contract in accordance with this section.

If any act or omission of the Successful Offeror (including the Successful Offeror’s
employees, agents, subcontractors, and assigns) arising out of the performance of the
contract causes any person to suffer bodily injury that involves substantial risk of
death, extreme physical pain, protracted and obvious disfigurement, or protracted loss
or impairment of the function of a bodily member, organ, or mental faculty, then the
County shall not be obligated to give the Successful Offeror the opportunity to cure
its default but may terminate the contract in accordance with this section.

Any remedies this section affords to the County are non-exclusive, and the County
may enforce any remedy available at law or in equity in connection with any default
of the Successful Offeror. Termination of the Contract for cause does not relieve the
Successful Offeror of liability for damages the County sustains because of the
Successful Offeror’s breach.

3. Termination for Convenience

a.

b.

The County may terminate the Contract, in whole or in part, whenever the Purchasing
Director determines that such termination is in the County’s best interest.

The County must give the Successful Offeror written notice of a termination for
convenience. The notice must specify the extent to which the Contract is terminated
and the effective termination date. The effective termination date shall be at least
seven calendar days after the date the County issues the notice of termination for
convenience.

An equitable adjustment in the Contract price shall be made for unpaid services
satisfactorily rendered and goods satisfactorily delivered before the date the
Successful Offeror receives the notice of termination. The Successful Offeror shall
not be entitled to payment for services rendered or goods delivered after the date the
Successful Offeror receives the notice of termination, and the Successful Offeror
shall not be entitled to payment for any costs it incurs after the date it receives the
notice of termination.

Unless the County’s notice specifies otherwise, the Successful Offeror must stop
work on the date it receives the notice of termination.

Unless the parties expressly agree otherwise, the County may transmit notices of
termination for convenience by email, USPS First-Class Mail®, or courier or
overnight delivery service. The Successful Offeror shall be deemed to be in receipt of
any notice emailed on the day the County sends it. The Successful Offeror shall be
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deemed to be in receipt of any notice sent by USPS First-Class Mail® three business
days after the date shown in the postmark. The Successful Offeror shall be deemed
to be in receipt of any notice the County sends by courier or overnight delivery
service on the date of delivery as confirmed by the courier or overnight delivery
service.

G. Drug-Free Workplace to be Maintained by the Contractor (VA. Code §2.2-4312)

1. During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor agrees to (i) provide a drug-free
workplace for the Contractor’s employees; (ii) post in conspicuous places, available to
employees and applicants for employment, a statement notifying employees that the
unlawful manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled
substance or marijuana is prohibited in the Contractor’s workplace and specifying the
actions that will be taken against employees for violations of such prohibition; (iii) state
in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the
Contractor that the Contractor maintains a drug-free workplace; and (iv) include the
provisions of the foregoing clauses in every subcontract or purchase order of over
$10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

2. For the purposes of this section, “drug-free workplace” means a site for the performance
of work done in connection with a specific contract awarded to a contractor in accordance
with the Virginia Public Procurement Act, the employees of whom are prohibited from
engaging in the unlawful manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation, possession or use
of any controlled substance or marijuana during the performance of the contract.

H. Employment Discrimination by Contractor Prohibited
1. Contractor certifies to the County of Henrico, Virginia that it will conform to the
provisions of the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, as well as the Virginia

Fair Employment Contracting Act of 1975, as amended, where applicable, the Virginians

With Disabilities Act, the Americans With Disabilities Act and § 2.2-4311 of the Virginia

Public Procurement Act. If the award is made to a faith-based organization, the

organization shall not discriminate against any recipient of goods, services, or

disbursements made pursuant to the contract on the basis of the recipient's religion,
religious belief, refusal to participate in a religious practice, or on the basis of race, age,
color, gender or national origin and shall be subject to the same rules as other
organizations that contract with public bodies to account for the use of the funds
provided; however, if the faith-based organization segregates public funds into separate
accounts, only the accounts and programs funded with public funds shall be subject to
audit by the public body. (Code of Virginia, § 2.2-4343.1E). During the performance of

this Contract, the Contractor agrees as follows (Va. Code § 2.2-4311):

a) The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin, age, disability, or other basis
prohibited by state law relating to discrimination in employment, except where there is a
bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal operation of the
Contractor. The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees
and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this
nondiscrimination clause.

b) The Contractor, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on
behalf of the Contractor, will state that such Contractor is an equal opportunity
employer.

c) Notices, advertisements and solicitations placed in accordance with federal law, rule or
regulation shall be deemed sufficient for the purpose of meeting the requirements of this
section.

2. The Contractor will include the provisions of the foregoing subparagraphs (a), (b), and

(c) in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that the provisions will be

binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

Employment of Unauthorized Aliens Prohibited

As required by Virginia Code §2.2-4311.1, the Contactor does not, and shall not during the
performance of this agreement, in the County of Henrico, Virginia knowingly employ an
unauthorized alien as defined in the Federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.

Ethics in Public Contracting

Contractor certifies that its proposals are made without collusion or fraud and that they have
not offered or received any kickbacks or inducements from any other offeror, supplier,
manufacturer or subcontractor in connection with its proposal, and that they have not
conferred on any public employee having official responsibility for this procurement
transaction any payment, loan, subscription, advance, deposit of money, services or anything
of more than nominal value, present or promised, unless consideration of substantially equal
or greater value was exchanged.

. Antitrust

By entering into a contract, the Successful Offeror conveys, sells, assigns, and transfers to the
County of Henrico, Virginia all rights, title and interest in and to all causes of action it may
now have or hereafter acquire under the antitrust laws of the United States and the
Commonwealth of Virginia, relating to the particular services purchased or acquired by the
County under the contract.

Testing and Inspection
The County reserves the right to conduct any test/inspection it may deem advisable to assure
services conform to the specifications.

. Assignment of Contract
A contract shall not be assignable by the Successful Offeror in whole or in part without the
written consent of the County

. Indemnification

The Successful Offeror agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the County (including
Henrico County Public Schools), and the County’s officers, agents, and employees
(“Indemnified Parties) from any damages, liabilities, and costs, including attorneys’ fees,
arising from any claims, demands, actions, or proceedings made or brought against one or more
of the Indemnified Parties by any person, including any employee of the Successful Offeror,
related to the provision of any services, the failure to provide any services, or the use of any
services or materials furnished (or made available) by the Successful Offeror, provided that such
liability is not attributable to the sole negligence of the County.
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. Insurance Requirements

The Successful Offeror shall maintain insurance to protect itself and the County and the
County’s elected officials, officers, agents, volunteers and employees from claims under the
Workers' Compensation Act, and from any other claim for damages for personal injury,
including death, and for damages to property which may arise from the provision of services
under the Contract, whether such services are provided by the Successful Offeror or by any
subcontractor or anyone directly employed by either of them. Such insurance shall conform to
the Insurance Specifications. (Attachment E).

No Discrimination against Faith-Based Organizations
The County does not discriminate against faith-based organizations as that term is defined in
Va. Code § 2.2-4343.1.

. Offeror’s Performance

1. The Successful Offeror agrees and covenants that its agents and employees shall comply
with all County, state and federal laws, rules and regulations applicable to the business to be
conducted under the Contract.

2. The Successful Offeror shall ensure that its employees shall observe and exercise all
necessary caution and discretion so as to avoid injury to person or damage to property of any
and all kinds.

3. The Successful Offeror shall cooperate with County officials in performing the Contract
work so that interference with the County’s normal operations will be held to a minimalized.

4. The Successful Offeror shall be an independent contractor and shall not be an employee of
the County.

. Ownership of Deliverable and Related Products

1. The County shall have all rights, title, and interest in or to all specified or unspecified
interim and final products, work plans, project reports and/or presentations, data,
documentation, computer programs and/or applications, and documentation developed or
generated during the completion of this project, including, without limitation, unlimited
rights to use, duplicate, modify, or disclose any part thereof, in any manner and for any
purpose, and the right to permit or prohibit any other person, including the Successful
Offeror, from doing so. To the extent that the Successful Offeror may be deemed at any
time to have any of the foregoing rights, the Successful Offeror agrees to irrevocably
assign and does hereby irrevocably assign such rights to the County.

2. The Successful Offeror is expressly prohibited from receiving additional payments or
profit from the items referred to in this paragraph, other than that which is provided for in
the general terms and conditions of the Contract.

3. This shall not preclude Offerors from submitting proposals, which may include
innovative ownership approaches, in the best interest of the County.

Record Retention and Audits

1. The Successful Offeror shall retain, during the performance of the Contract and for a period
of five years from the completion of the Contract, all records pertaining to the Successful
Offeror’s proposal and any Contract awarded pursuant to this Request for Proposal. Such
records shall include but not be limited to all paid vouchers including those for out-of-pocket
expenses; other reimbursement supported by invoices, including the Successful Offeror’s
copies of periodic estimates for partial payment; ledgers, cancelled checks; deposit slips;
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T.

bank statements; journals; Contract amendments and change orders; insurance documents;
payroll documents; timesheets; memoranda; and correspondence. Such records shall be
available to the County on demand and without advance notice during the Successful
Offeror’s normal working hours.

2. County personnel may perform in-progress and post-audits of the Successful Offeror’s
records as a result of a Contract awarded pursuant to this Request for Proposals. Files would
be available on demand and without notice during normal working hours.

Severability
Each paragraph and provision of the Contract is severable from the entire agreement and if any

provision is declared invalid the remaining provisions shall nevertheless remain in effect.

Minority-, Woman-, Service Disabled Veteran-Owned, Small Businesses and Employment
Services Organizations

It is the policy of the County to actively seek out and provide contracting opportunities to
minority-, woman-, service disabled veteran-owned, small businesses and employment services
organizations in procurement transactions made by the County.

The County strongly encourages all suppliers to respond to Invitations for Bids and Request for
Proposals and supports the use of minority, woman-, service disabled veteran-owned, small
businesses and employment services organizations for sub-contracting opportunities.

All formal solicitations are posted on the Commonwealth of Virginia eVA and the County’s
internet site at http://henrico.us/finance/divisions/purchasing/ and may be viewed under the Bids
and Proposals link. Construction related solicitations are located on eVA and County internet
sites and on ProcureWare at https://henrico.procureware.com/home.

Subcontracts

No portion of the work shall be subcontracted without prior written consent of the County. In
the event that the Successful Offeror desires to subcontract some part of the work specified in the
contract, the Successful Offeror shall furnish the County the names, qualifications, and
experience of the proposed subcontractors. The Successful Offeror shall, however, remain fully
liable and responsible for the work to be done by his/her subcontractor(s) and shall assure
compliance with all the requirements of the Contract.

W. Taxes

1. The Successful Offeror shall pay all County, state, and federal taxes required by law and
resulting from the work or traceable thereto, under whatever name levied. Such taxes shall
not be in addition to the Contract price between the County and the Successful Offeror
because the taxes shall be solely an obligation of the Successful Offeror and not the County,
the County shall be held harmless for same by the Successful Offeror.

2. The County is exempt from the payment of federal excise taxes and the payment of state
sales and use tax on all tangible, personal property for its use or consumption. Tax
exemption certificates will be furnished upon request.

The Successful Offeror is required to abide by the County’s
Environmental Policy Statement: http://henrico.us/pdfs/risk/env_policy.pdf which
emphasizes environmental compliance, pollution prevention, continual improvement, and
conservation. Employees of the Successful Offeror must be properly trained and have any
necessary certifications to carry out environmental responsibilities. The Successful Offeror
must immediately communicate any environmental concerns or incidents to the assigned
County Project Manager and the County Risk Manager.

AA.  Safety

1. The Successful Offeror shall comply with and ensure that the Successful Offeror’s
personnel comply with all current applicable local, state and federal policies,
regulations and standards relating to safety and health, including, by way of
illustration and not limitation, the standards of the Virginia Occupational Safety and
Health Administration for the industry.

3. Inthe event the County determines any operations of the Successful Offeror to be
hazardous, the Successful Offeror must immediately discontinue such operations
upon receipt of either written or oral notice by the County to discontinue such
practice.

Any falsification or misrepresentation contained in the statement submitted by the
Offeror pursuant to Title 13.1 or Title 50 of the Code of Virginia may be cause for
debarment by the County.

Any business entity described in subsection 1 that enters into a contract with a public
body must not allow its existence to lapse or allow its certificate of authority or
registration to transact business in the Commonwealth if so required by Title 13.1 or
Title 50 of the Code of Virginia to be revoked or cancelled at any time during the
term of the contract.

Payment Clauses Required by Va. Code §2.2-4354

The Successful Offeror shall take one of the two following actions within seven days
after receipt of amounts paid to the Successful Offeror by the County for all or
portions of the goods and/or services provided by a subcontractor: (a) pay the
subcontractor for the proportionate share of the total payment received from the
County attributable to the work performed by the subcontractor under that contract;

Unless otherwise provided under the terms of the Contract interest shall accrue at the
rate of one percent per month.

The Successful Offeror shall include in each of its subcontracts a provision requiring
each subcontractor to include or otherwise be subject to the same payment and
interest requirements with respect to each lower-tier subcontractor.

The Successful Offeror's obligation to pay an interest charge to a subcontractor
pursuant to the payment clause in Virginia Code § 2.2-4354 shall not be construed to
be an obligation of the County. A Contract modification shall not be made for the

healthy work environment for all employees, volunteers, and contractors who access
County property and locations. The Successful Offeror must be properly trained and have
any necessary certifications to carry out occupational safety and health policy
responsibilities. The Successful Offeror must immediately communicate any concerns or
incidents to the assigned County Project Manager and the County Risk Manager.

Tobacco — Free Requirement

County Public Schools (“HCPS”) has a tobacco-free policy on school property.

In this tab, Offerors shall demonstrate the Offeror’s, and their staff’s qualifications, and
experience in providing the services as requested in this Request for Proposal. Submit a
Business Summary, including years in business and information documenting the
Offeror’s financial stability.
